ROBERTA KAPLAN (Partner, Kaplan Hecker & Fink, LLP)

Roberta (“Robbie”) Kaplan is the founding partner at Kaplan
Hecker & Fink LLP. A formidable litigator with decades of
experience in both commercial and civil rights litigation. She is
perhaps best known for representing Edith Windsor in the
landmark case, United States v. Windsor, in which the Supreme
Court held that a key provision of the Defense of Marriage Act was
unconstitutional -- landing the first major victory in the battle for
marriage equality. Robbie is now partnering with Integrity First for
America to sue the two dozen neo-Nazis, white supremacists, and
hate groups responsible for the violence that took place in

Charlottesville in August 2017. Trial is scheduled for October 2020.
In addition to working with clients like Columbia University, Airbnb, Uber, Vice Media, and
T-Mobile, Robbie helped to launch the Times Up Legal Defense Fund to provide legal
representation to women who have experienced sexual harassment. Robbie is the author
of “Then Comes Marriage: United States v. Windsor and the Defeat of DOMA” (W.W.
Norton 2015), chosen by the L.A. Times and Ms. Magazine as one of the top 10 books of
2015. Although Robbie has received numerous awards, including the New York Law
Journal Lifetime Achievement Award and the Columbia Law School Medal of Excellence,
she is probably most proud of receiving an honorary doctorate from the Jewish
Theological Seminary.

DAHLIA LITHWICK is a senior editor at Slate, and in that
capacity, has been writing their "Supreme Court
Dispatches" and "Jurisprudence" columns since 1999. Her
work has appeared in the New York Times, Harper’s, The
New Yorker, The Washington Post, The New Republic,
and Commentary, among other places. She is host of
Amicus, Slate’s award- winning biweekly podcast about
the law and the Supreme Court. In 2018 Lithwick received
the American Constitution Society’s Progressive Champion
Award, and the Hillman Prize for Opinion and Analysis. Lithwick won a 2013 National
Magazine Award for her columns on the Affordable Care Act. She has been twice awarded
an Online Journalism Award for her legal commentary. She was inducted into the American
Academy of Arts and Sciences in October of 2018. Lithwick earned her BA in English from
Yale University and her JD degree from Stanford University. She is currently working on a
new book, Lady Justice, for Penguin Press.




AMY SPITALNICK (Executive Director, Integrity First for America)
Amy Spitalnick is the Executive Director of Integrity First for
America, a nonpartisan nonprofit organization dedicated to
holding those accountable who threaten longstanding principles
of our democracy—including our country's commitment to civil
rights and equal justice. IFA is backing Sines v. Kessler, the
landmark federal lawsuit filed by a coalition of Charlottesville
community members against the neo-Nazis, white supremacists,
and hate groups responsible for the August 2017 violence. Amy
joins IFA with extensive experience in government, politics, and
advocacy. She previously served as Communications Director
and Senior Policy Advisor to the New York Attorney General;
Communications Advisor and Spokesperson for the New York City Mayor; and
Communications Director in the New York State Senate. She has also worked on a
number of federal, state, and local campaigns and advocacy organizations. Amy is a
Truman National Security Project Partner; a New Leaders Council faculty member,
providing media and communications trainings to activists around the country; a former
Women in Power Fellow at the 92nd Street Y; and the 2008 Dutko Fellow for Policy and
Public Service. In 2013, she was named a City & State 40 Under 40 Rising Star. She
graduated from Tufts University.
